
Festival of Golf Conditions 
1. Entries will close on Friday 15th October 2010 or when vacancies are filled. 
2. Competitors will play off their current AGU or WGA handicap and handicap cards must available for inspection if required. Handicap limit 

for men is 36 and women 45. 
3. All entries will be subject to acceptance by the organising committee which reserves the right to decline an entry. The committee shall have 

the sole management of all events with full power to alter or vary any of the conditions including starting times. 
4. The appropriate entry fee must accompany the entry fee must accompany the entry form. Starting times will not be allocated for 4 ball 

events until total fee has been paid, unless partners are required. 
5. Each competitor can only win one trophy per day except for NTP’s. 
6. Entry fee includes the ball competition for events from 23rd -29th October inclusive. It will be each player’s responsibility to collect his/her 

own ball after finalisation of the days event. 
7. All tied events will be decided on the Australian Golf Union count back system. 
8. The rules of golf as per R & A Golf Club of St Andrews and local rules of Coffs Harbour Golf Club shall be the rules of play for all 

competitions. 
9. Personal Liability Insurance. Coffs Harbour Golf Club has not taken out a Personal Insurance Plan to cover golfers from other clubs. It is the 

RESPONSIBILITY of any visiting golfer to ensure that he or she has the necessary Personal Liability Cover for protection. 
10. If you are bringing your own golf cart to the course, evidence that cart insurance is held must be produced to the office, where you will be 

issued with a permit sticker which must be affixed to your cart. There is a $6.00 per cart per day levy which must be paid at the Pro Shop 
before each competition. 

11. Mobile Phones; The use of a mobile or portable phone by a competitor or caddie, whilst on the golf course, during an event is prohibited. 
12. Expanded conditions of play will be displayed in the club house. 
13. Pace of Play (note rule 6-7) 

a. Suspension of play due to a dangerous situation (note rule 6-8.b) 
b. One siren – denotes play suspended. Play to resumed one siren.  

14. Additional conditions due to severe weather Guidelines on whether to cancel round (33-2D) Decision 33-1/2 

Special Tournament Conditions 

North Coast Open -Event 15 (Vardon Event) 
A. The Event will be a 54 hole Stroke event. Maximum AGU handicap of 6 (at the discretion of Match Committee). 
B. Field Limit 72. 
C. If nominations exceeds field limit, late entries will be eliminated first, then high handicaps will be balloted out.  
D. If a player is balloted out of the NCO, they will automatically be included in the field for the Coffs Cup playing off their AGU handicap, 

unless specifically instructed otherwise. 
E. Permission to use golf carts must be obtained form the Match Committee (Doctor’s Certificate). 
F. In the event of a tie in the overall gross, a 3 hole sudden death play-off will determine the winner. 
G. The North Coast Open will be played with 4 Stipulated Rounds (see definition) 

Round 1 Saturday  18 holes  holes 1 to 18, Round 2 Saturday  9 holes  holes 19 to 27 

Round 3 Sunday   18 holes  holes 1 to 18, Round 4 Sunday  9 holes  holes 19 to 27 

Ladies Classic – Event 16 (Jean Derrin Event) 
A. The event will be a 36 hole Stroke event for women with a maximum handicap of 25. 2 x 18 hole stipulated round. 
B. Field limit 52 
C. As for the NCO 
D. The event will be played under WGA conditions. 
E. In the event of a tie in the overall gross, a sudden death play-off will determine the winner. 
F. Golf Carts are permitted. 

Coffs Cup – Event 17 
A. The event will be a 36 hole Nett event for players with AGU handicaps 7 – 16 (at discretion of Match Committee). Players balloted out of 

the NCO will be included. 2 x 18 hole stipulated rounds 
B. Field limit 104. 
C. As for NCO. 
D. Ties will be decided by the AGU count back system. 
E. Golf Carts Permitted. 

Sunday for North Coast Open, Ladies Classic and Coffs Cup 
A. The draw for the North Coast Open, Coffs Cup and Ladies Classic is a seeded draw.  
B. This draw will be available as soon as possible after play on Saturday Night and will be located for viewing on the white board in the clubhouse. 
C. NTP’s on all Par 3’s except the 19th hole.
